What is a Tall Tale?
The speech must be of a highly exaggerated, improbable nature and have a theme or plot. Humor and props may be used to support or illustrate the speech. Contestants must prepare their own three to five minute speech, which must be substantially original. The subject for the Tall Tales speech shall be selected by the contestant.

Contestants are encouraged to work out of the Advanced Communication Humorously Speaking or Storytelling manuals when competing at any level and receive a written and verbal evaluation for speech credit. Contestants can also use the projects for vocal variety or body movement in the competent communicator manual for speech credit.
